Together with the event itself,
the published proceedings of this symposium
hopefully fulfill that aim.

With this issue we have further extended our mail-
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ing list. Educational Studies is now distributed to
over 200 universities and educational institutions
around the world. Though small-scale and local, a
university journal may become well regarded inter-
nationally. This is due to the collective interest and
support of editors and staff, publishers, contribu-
tors and readers. A journal is a unique social orga-
nization in that it consists, mostly, of networks of
people rather than pyramids. The process is
democratic. Editors and editorial staff rotate.
There is encouragement of potential contributors
rather than coercion. Typically, institutions are
organized as pyramids: state, corporation, and
army. A group of decision-makers are at the top
and people — for whom decisions are made —
below. However, a university has the opportunity
to show an alternative way forward. A university
journal in the spirit of intellectual inquiry, with
open and fair standards, can provide a good model

of quality and intellectual organization.
