The Tama Gender Education Network (hereafter, “Network”) is an asso-
ciation of lecturers who teach gender-related courses at universities in
the Tama district. Due to the Japanese academic environment which
marginalizes gender and sexuality studies, the lecturers tend to be isolated
from each other. The Network, launched in November 2009, aims at mutual
empowerment of its members through sharing experiences, teaching skills,
and hardships. Having started within the Tama district to enhance face-to-
face communication, the Network now welcomes members from outside
the district or academia, including activists, publishers or local government
staff.

In the academic year 2015 the Network organized four meetings, whose
topics varied from “comfort women” issues to visual images in the illustrated
scroll of The Tale of Genji or in anime. The final meeting, co-hosted by Tama
municipal government, dealt with sexual health promotion for youth.
