Foreword

The Institute for Educational Research and Service (IERS) at ICU was established
on March 23, 1953 as the first research institute of the university, and celebrates
its 70th anniversary in March 2023. Professor Daishiro Hidaka, the first director of
the IERS, resigned from his post as Vice Minister of Education in August 1952, and
assumed the position of Director of the IERS in October of the same year. However,
since the establishment of the School Juridical Person International Christian
University was approved on March 23, 1953, this day became the day the [ERS
was established.

At the beginning of the first issue of Educational Studies, published in May 1955,
there is a note entitled "The Aims and Programs of ICU Institute for Educational
Research and Service,” written by Professor Hidaka. To summarize Professor
Hidaka's remarks: Democracy was established through major social reforms
after the conclusion of World War Il. However, a new approach to education was
necessary to cultivate and nurture the spirit of democracy, and for that purpose,
it was necessary to train teachers who understood and mastered the principles
of democratic education. Under such circumstances, ICU decided to establish the
Graduate School of Education to contribute to education for democracy. ICU's
graduate school aimed to function as: (1) a research institution, (2) an educational
institution, and (3) a service institution. Of these three functions, the IERS fulfills the
first and third.

Initially, ICU hoped to be founded as a graduate university, but the Ministry
of Education’s condition for establishing a graduate school at that time was to
graduate undergraduates. For this reason, preparations for the establishment of the
Graduate School of Education began early on, and the IERS became the foundation
for the establishment of the Graduate School of Education. In 1957, the Graduate
School of Education was established with the IERS as its parent body.

Since its inception, ICU has placed a great deal of emphasis on pedagogy. This is
because the civic education in Japan since the Meiji era had focused on educating
children as citizens or subjects, neglecting to educate them as independent
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individuals and members of the human community. This is the reason why the new
form of Japanese education must severely criticize conventional education and
make a fresh start. However, academic research into education that builds a new
society had lagged behind in Japan. This is why ICU decided to establish the IERS
and the Graduate School of Education first and foremost.

Research began immediately after the IERS was established. Among these
research activities, the joint research entitled "The Philosophical Foundations for
Democratic Education in Japan” (April 1959 - March 1961) sponsored by the IERS,
was developed as a large-scale research activity with a grant from the Rockefeller
Foundation.

The IERS has continued to work coordinately with the College of Liberal Arts,
the Graduate School of Education and its Teacher Certification Program, and still
conducts research activities in view of the trends of the times and the development
of scholarship in education. However, no matter how the times change, the task of
forming human beings as independent individuals, who are neither mere citizens nor
mere human resources, is our ongoing mission and responsibility.

As of March 2023, the IERS has 31 members, 13 research fellows, and 5
assistants, and active research is being carried out in a wide range of fields. | wish
you all the best in your involvement in our future endeavors.
